Cultural programmes and exhibition halls attracted o
large number of peopbe from different parts of India. The
exhibition hall spread over three pavilions displayed W0
exhibits which tell the rich legocy, culture, tradition,
history and literature of the Tamils,

Academic sessions were amranged o halls named
after great pioncers of Tamil Gterature and culiore, The
conference witnessed academic rescarch sessions on 55
topics in 23 special halls.

Adter the First Banle for Independence (the Grea
Indian Muting) of 1857, the British government took over
the rule directly, lg puiding ponciple was ome ol
reconciliation af the hun leclings of the people of India,
bt wathout any compromise on the profils of governance
or the reality of power, One of the tactics they adopied
was [0 bet the old sysems of religion go on withowl
interference, exeepd 1o the exem of abstracting taxes
from religous institutions. Throwgh the sysems of
jurisprudence they built up om the British model, they
achicved this under a fngude of kaws. Temples in Malahar,
and especially the afluent ones like Guruvayoor, were
brought under systems laid down with the ullimaie
authority of sandtions of the High Court concerned - in the
case ol Curivayoor, Madras. 1t took advantage of the
Court of Wards Act, under which the Governmenl 100k
over the mamagement of major propenics of ersiwhile
chizfinins lor varioos reasons, For teelve years from 1916
to 1928, Gurovayur temple was managed sirtually by the
Madras Governmenl, 1t was retumned (o the Zamorin
thereafier,

Fovces and Relaiions of Production under the Brtith: The
British notwithstanding learned  dusertations by its
discerning  officers bBke William Logan of Malabar
considered the jenram right of chicfiains in Malabar as
absolute property rights. They wanted 10 masimize
revenue by tadng as much land of India as possible for
which they had ta find the ‘owncrs’; in Malabar, they hod
1o invend an owner for every bit of land if there was nope.
The Brahmin tlleholders of land were raised (o the level
of being absolute owners and “landlords’, the linancial
eondition as well as the power of the landlords thus
