GENES, GEOGRAPHY AND LANGUAGE
Comtinued from laa Hauo

[t is argued that the same principle of & common
“original” gene applies o lnguages oo, All humans must
have spoken just one language when the population was
small enough (o be comprised in a Emited geographical
arca, presumably contiguous. This explains why languages
can be asccommadated in “genetic trees”, analogous (o
humams biclesgical strains. Distance and “Mendelian Dl
would account for subscquent differentiation - bt the
analogy breaks down when we consider thae all human
beings, irmespective of polymorphism, can bodogically inter-
brecd, but the Languages they speak will remain mutually
non-intelligible,

Clustering and Comnonality; Humans are gregarions and
live in clustered communitics. Correlation among cultural
trasts and lamguages ean be explained by such community
influences. Breeding patterns and socictal compulions
about choice of mates within & community or locality
cxplain common [catures of gene inheritance  among
related populations. Evidence is far from conclusive that
culiural traiis mcloding langoages are penc-defermined.
The analogy between biological gene-caused variahility and
the variahility of languages should not be overvorked,

ocerirretees: | think that part of the confusion in the
discourse i the failure (o distinguish between Language as
a human oniversal cxpability (or “competence”), which may
be due Lo inkeritance of several sets of gencs that work in
soume sort of combination in order to produce that resull, on
the one hand, and the fact that several people sharing a habitat
and a common sct of inherited genes do speak a specific
language in a specific area al a specific ime, on the other.

Largrage ecqeirinon by childres has been the subject
of vaed stuchies. Miest children, irespective of genetic identification,
locality ol stay, and diversity of languages available soon
{by the time they arc about 1wo years old) pick up a sstem
of communications that shares the dingnostics of Language,
vir, a uniform code for the production and processing of
symbols expressing a meaning or a message. The specific
lamgange thit & ehild adogs & miflsenced by ils immediaie
environs, and the language of those on wham the child
primarily depends for his sustenance, It then proceeds (o
pick up the languages spoken by others in the Iocality,
according to the extent of exposure to which it is subjeet.
